INSTALLATION

+ The manufacturer will not be held liable for any damages resulting from incorrect or Im-
proper installation,

+ The minimum safely distance between the cocker top and the extractor hood is 650 mm
{some models can be installed at a lower height, please refer to the paragraphs on work-
ing dimensions and inslallation).

+ Check that the mains voltage corresponds to that indicated on the raling plate fixed tc the
inside of the hood.

+ For Class | appliances, check that the domestic power supply guarantees adequate
earthing.

Connect the extractor to the exhaust flue through a pipe of minimumn diameter 120 mm.
The route of e flue must be as short as possible.

+ Do not conned the exiractor hood 1o exhaust ducts camying combustion fumes {boilers,
fireplaces, efc.).

¢ Iithe extractor is used in conjunction with non-electrical appliances {e.9. gas buming appli-
ances), a sufficient degree of aeration must be guaranteed in the room in order to prevent
the backfiow of exhaust gas. The Kitchen must have an opening communicating directly
willh the open air in order to gquarantee the entry of clean air, When the cooker hood is
used in conjuncion with appliances supplied with energy other than electric, the negative
pressure in the room must not exceed 0,04 mbar Lo prevent fumes being drawn back into
the rooin by the cooker hood.

In the event of damage to the power cable, it must be replaced by the manutacturer or by
the technical service department, in order to prevent any risks.

USE

+ The extractor hood has been designed exclusively for domestic use to eliminate kitchen
smells.

+ Never use the hood for purgoses other than for which i has been designed.

+ Neverleave high naked flameas under the hood when itis in operation.

« Adjust the flame intenstty te direct it onto the bottom of the pan only, making sure that #
does not engulfthe sides.

+ Deep fat fryers must be continuously monitored during use: overheated ol can burst into

flames.

INSTALLATION

FIXING OF THE FRONTAL PANEL TO THE VISOR

« Pull out the metal viser and, at the same time, unlock the lever
on the {eft side of the hood.

+ Use the cardboard emplate when drilling the front papel. Fix
the panel to the visor using the screws supplied.

FIXING OF THE HOOD TO THE WALL

* Hood depth can vary from 275 Lo 360 mm.

» Regulate the ¥x serews when adjusting the brackets to the

right depth.

When adjusting the lower part of the hood to the requested

depth it is necessary to loose the screws of the metal distance

piece and to move it as much as necessary.

« Use the specific cardboard template when drilling the heles
into the wall. Put the dowels into the holes and fix the two
metal brackets using the four screws supplied together with
other accessories.

+ Use the specific cardboard template when drillig the side clos-
ets.

When the hood is used in ducting version it is necessary to re-
move the grid from the air outlet.

+ Hang the hood on the metal brackets.

+ Put back the visor again paying attention that the runners are
put correctly into the proper places. Adjust the visor sliding by
means of the two screws.

+ Regulating the Vy screws it is possible o align the hood height
compared to the closets.

« When necessary adjust again the hood depth.

+ Place the safety squares above the fixing brackets.

» Mark the midpoint of the holes,

» Drill the wall and fix the safety squares together with screws
and dowels (supplied).

When installing the ducted version, connect the hood to the
chimney using either a flexible or rigid pipe 120 mm, the choice
of which is left to the installer,

CLEANING METAL SELF- SUPPORTING GREASE FiLTERS

» The filters must be cleaned every 2 menths of operation, or

more frequently for particularly heavy usage, and can be

washed in a dishwasher.

Remove the {iiters one at a time by pushing them towards the

back of the group and pulling down at the same time.

+ Wash the filters, taking care not to bend them. Allow them 1o
dry before refitting.

+ When refitting the filters, make sure that the handle is visible
on the outside.

Activated charcoal filter {Recirculation version)

These filters are not washable and cannot be regenerated, and
must be replaced approximately every 4 menths of operation, or
mare frequently with heavy usage.
